GENERAL IRIS SHOW RULES

1.
This is an iris show approved by the American Iris Society and conducted according to its rules.  Official rules and regulations of the American Iris Society cannot be violated.

2.
Accredited judges of the American Iris Society will judge entries in the Horticulture Division.  The Design Division will be judged by qualified National Council judges.  Only judges, apprentice judges, clerks, and chairman of the show may be present during the judging.  Decisions of the judges will be final.

3.
This show is free and open to all gardeners.  Competitive entries must be made in person by individuals and not by clubs, schools, or other organizations.  All entries must have been grown in the exhibitors own garden, entered in person and been his/her exclusive property, except in the Design Division classes, and except in the case of specimens of iris species collected from their natural habitat.

4.
All exhibitors must register and obtain an entry number, which must appear in the space provided on the stub end of all entry tags.  Standard AIS entry tags as furnished by GSLIS/JEFFCO must be used.  (The single-family garden is the exhibitor unit, except where family members grow iris independently.)

5.
Entries will be received from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. Sat., April 26.  Time is very restrictive so everyone will have to work together to get the Show set up and ready.
6.
Late entries may be exhibited in section J, Display Only, but will be marked "Not for competition" and will not be judged.  Judging will begin promptly at 11:15 a.m. 

7.
Exhibits and awards must remain in place until 4:00 p.m. Saturday, April 26, 2014.  We must be out of the Library by 5:00 p.m.
8.
The Show Committee and GSLIS/JEFFCO assume no liability for damage or loss to exhibits or to the personal property of exhibitors and others.  Reasonable care will be exercised to prevent damage to exhibits. 

9.
All entries submitted in the Youth Division must be submitted by youth through age eighteen (18).  A youth may enter either the Youth Division or the Regular Division, but not both in the same show.

10.
Judges of the show are welcome to exhibit in the show.  However, all entries by judges of the show must be entered in Section K, which is for show judges only.  This section will be judged by host club judges.  Not withstanding the above, due to unusual causes or unforeseen circumstances an exhibitor in the show, who is a qualified judge, may be asked to assist in the judging of the show.

11. GREATER ST. LOUIS IRIS SOCIETY AWARDS - GSLIS members only


Traveling Trophies - The winner of each traveling trophy may maintain custody of it until the next year’s show and shall then return it to GSLIS.

Wilma Greenlee Award is presented to the GSLIS member exhibiting the best Median specimen at this Show.

Harley Briscoe Dwarf & Median Award is presented to the GSLIS member winning the Horticultural Sweepstakes for the most Dwarf & Median blue ribbons at this Show.
The Rita Kinsella Award for the Best Design using Median irises and exhibited by a GSLIS member at this Show.
 

Sheldon H. Butt Memorial Award is an award that transcends all GSLIS shows in the year.  It is awarded to the GSLIS member who wins the most median iris blue ribbons exhibited at all shows combined.
RULES FOR THE HORTICULTURE

VARIETAL IRIS SHOW
________________________________________________________________________

1.  A varietal show is one in which each individual named variety constitutes a separate class.  Each cultivar (variety) will be judged separately and upon their own merits.  All varieties entered except for seedlings still under number must be correctly named and must have been registered and introduced to commerce in accordance with the rules of the American Iris Society.  Each exhibitor may enter only one specimen of each variety (except in a collection class) but may enter as many varieties as he/she wishes.  Entries will be staged in alphabetical order in each section.

2.  The correct name of each specimen and the section in which it is entered must be shown on the entry tag in the space provided, both top and stub.
3.  A seedling is a cultivar, which has not yet been introduced to commerce.  An exhibitor may enter a seedling originated by another person as well as those cultivars he/she originated.  Entry tags for all seedlings entered shall include the complete name and address of the exhibitor as well as the name and address of the hybridizer.  The seedling name or number must appear on the entry tag in the space provided, both top and stub.  Seedling ribbons do not count toward Silver and Bronze medal tally.

4.  The single-family garden is the exhibitor unit except where family members grow irises independently.

5.  Bulbous irises, collections and English Boxes are not eligible for the Best Specimen of Show award or Best Seedling Award but may be eligible for Section awards/rosettes, and ribbons in this section count toward the Silver and Bronze Medal tally.

6.  All Horticultural Division entries are to be exhibited as single stalks in containers, which are to be furnished by the exhibitor, with the exception of Section H, in which entries are to be exhibited as individual blooms.  Containers shall be plain and shall not show the name of any products, manufacturer, or any advertising matter.  In Section H, the English Box, individual flowers are displayed in the box without stem, foliage, or buds showing.  Flowers (5 or 6) must be labeled with correct names and the box is treated

as one entry with one entry tag.
HORTICULTURE AWARDS

AMERICAN IRIS SOCIETY AWARDS

(All Exhibitors are eligible)
1.  ENTRY AWARDS - One First, one Second, or one Third-place ribbon may be given to each cultivar (variety), in any given section if merited, except in the Seedling section.  Honorable Mention ribbons may be awarded also.

2.  BEST SPECIMEN OF SHOW - Large purple rosette and an AIS Certificate.  A candidate for Best Specimen of Show must be a named, introduced variety or a properly identified Species or Interspecies Cross (SPEC-X), which best exhibits the characteristics most typical and nearly perfect in its classification.  The choice is made from single specimen classes.  It must have won a blue ribbon and Best of Section (when Section requirements are met—when not met all in that Section are eligible) and must be displayed within the size limits of its official registration.  
3.  BEST SPECIMEN in each SECTION - Medium purple rosette

4.  BEST SEEDLING OF SHOW - Large purple rosette and AIS certificate.  An exhibition certificate will be awarded to the best seedling of the show and to any seedling receiving five or more votes from AIS accredited judges attending the show.  Ballots and envelopes will be available at the show.  Judges will seal ballots within envelopes and place them in the ballot box provided.

5.  HORTICULTURE SWEEPSTAKES - Most blue ribbons in the Horticulture Division


A.  SILVER MEDAL - AIS Silver Medal Certificate and large purple rosette, most blue ribbons.


B.  BRONZE MEDAL- AIS Bronze Medal Certificate for Sweepstakes runner-up, second most number of blue ribbons


C.  YOUTH SWEEPSTAKES - A small purple rosette will be awarded to the youth grower with the largest number of blue ribbons, provided that the number of youth exhibitors and entries meet the criteria established by the AIS for AIS medals.  Youth Silver and Bronze Medals will be awarded if there are two or more exhibitors and ten or more entries of at least ten cultivars in the Youth Division.

6. SECTION CERTIFICATES - Section certificates will be awarded to the exhibitor with the most blue ribbons in each section, provided that the total number of entries and exhibitors meet the criteria established by the American Iris Society.

7.  BEST SPECIMEN – YOUTH - Small purple rosette and an AIS Certificate.  A candidate for Best Specimen -Youth must be a named, introduced variety or a properly identified Species or Interspecies Cross (SPEC-X) which best exhibits the characteristics most typical and nearly perfect in its classification.  The choice is made from single specimen classes.  It must have won a blue ribbon and Best of Section (when Section requirements are met) and must be displayed within the size limits of its official registration.  Award may be given even if only one Youth exhibits.

English Box – Designed as a means of displaying collections of single flowers without stem, foliage or the presence of buds.  The entire emphasis is on the beauty of each individual blossom.  

For this Show:  Irises of complimentary colors all within the same classification, exhibitor's choice.  The display boxes are on loan from the Kirkwood Iris Society.

Section I:
Collections – Three stalks of seedlings or named cultivars of same classification, exhibitor’s choice.  May be all the same or different cultivars displayed in a vase provided by the exhibitor.

Section J:
Display Only, UFOs (Unidentified Flowering Objects)




Single stalk of an iris that is unknown and cannot be identified, or

            Section K:
Show Judges Entries

Iris stalks of any class entered by a judge requested to judge this show.  Appropriate AIS ribbons and a Best of Section will be determined by Host Chapter judges.  Not eligible for general show awards such as Best Seedling or Best of Show or Silver or Bronze medals.

DIVISION VI     DESIGN EXHIBITS “A Walk in the Park”                                                                  
                                                                  April 26, 2014
1.  The theme of the show is "A Walk in the Park” April 26, 2014. 
 

2.  One or more irises must be used in each design and the iris or irises must provide the dominant interest.  Irises and other materials used need not have been grown by the exhibitor.  There should be emphasis on fresh plant material in each design.  Each design must be the work of one individual. 

3.  Only one entry is permitted to an exhibitor in each class.  Entries are limited to four (4) each in adult classes and six (6) in youth classes.  Youth classes may be divided by age.  Entries should be registered in advance with Jean Morris, 636-256-3927 or by sending e-mail to morrisje1@aol.com by April 10, 2014.  If not registered in advance, entries will be accepted if space is available and in the order of arrival. 

4.  No use of artificial/plastic flowers or foliage is permitted.  Accessories are permitted unless otherwise stated.  Dried or other natural materials (rocks, shells, etc.) may be used in all classes.  Dried materials may be treated, but fresh plant material may not be treated or dyed.  Bases, mats, drapes, or underlay's are permitted but must be furnished by the exhibitor. 

5.  Every effort will be made to protect the property of those entering designs.  However, the Greater St. Louis Iris Society/JEFFCO will not be held responsible for any loss or breakage.

 

6.  Entries will be accepted from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. Sat., April 26.  Federated Garden Club judges will judge the Design Division and the judges' decision is final.  Awards will be withheld if not merited.  Judging is from 11:15 AM until noon on April 26.  The show is open from 12:30 until 4 PM, and entries must remain in place until 4:00 PM.

 

DESIGN AWARDS 

1.  CLASS AWARDS - One first, one second, one third and one honorable mention will be given in each class, if merited. 

2.  BEST DESIGN OF SHOW - Rosette awarded.

     NOTE: a "Best Design of Show" award must be given if there is a first place ribbon in the Design Division in classes that are qualified. 

3.  DESIGN SWEEPSTAKES - Rosette awarded to exhibitor with the most first place ribbons.

     NOTE: "Design Sweepstakes" is awarded to an exhibitor who has won at least two first place ribbons.  In the event that two or more exhibitors are tied, ties will be resolved on the basis of second place ribbons won, and if necessary, upon the basis of third place ribbons won. 
4.  BEST YOUTH DESIGN - Small rosette awarded.  
5.  YOUTH DESIGN SWEEPSTAKES - Awarded to youth with most first place ribbons in Design Division (at least two first place ribbons must have been won for small rosette to be awarded).
